Answer: They believed the body needed to be preserved for the afterlife.

Q: Why was the River Nile important to Ancient Egyptians?
Answer: It provided water, food, farming land, and transport.

Making connections – does hand span affect grip strength?

	Mini investigations at home for example; who is the strongest? Think about how they can carry out their investigation. How will they record their results? How can they make it fair?

Q: What is grip strength?
Answer: Grip strength is how strongly you can squeeze something with your hand.

Q: What should you keep the same to make the test fair?
Answer: Use the same equipment and test each person in the same way.
	Variable - It is a part of an experiment that can change, be measured, or be kept the same.

Friction - A force that slows down moving objects when two surfaces rub together.

What is the story of Pesach?
Jewish people rest on Shabbat because in the Torah they are told that as God rested on the seventh day of Creation, they should also do this. Jewish people have many festivals to help them remember key events in Jewish history. Rosh Hashanah celebrates Jewish New Year. Yom Kippur is a day to ask for forgiveness. Pesach is a meal to remember how Jewish people were freed from slavery in Egypt.
