	Helping with Money - Use real coins and notes Let children handle coins regularly. Ask: “What coins make 75p?” “Can you make £1.20 in different ways?” During shopping trips work out change from £1, £5 and £10. Compare prices and work out the best value. For example, “This cost £2.75 and I pay with £5. How much change should I get?”
Helping with Time – Year 4 children still need lots of practice reading analogue clocks. Focus on: o’clock, half past, quarter past/to, 5-minute intervals and minutes past/to. Throughout the day ask: “What time is it now?” “How long until dinner?” “If the football match starts at 2.15 and lasts an hour, when will it finish?”
	An analogue clock is a circular face with a dial of numbers from 1 to 12.
